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Making things by hand isn’t easy—and doing it alone is even more 
challenging.

Business owners, aspiring entrepreneurs, and hobbyists can benefit 
from relevant training, new market opportunities, connections to social 
services, and an increased sense of community to improve their craft 
and grow their business.

As part of its Makers United program, Nest compiled this resource 
directory to spotlight the available opportunities that specifically benefit 
artisans and makers in the St. Louis region. Through the program, we 
hope to connect and support makers who face more significant barriers 
to starting or growing a maker business, reaching potential customers, 
or accessing business development services. This resource guide is 
the first step toward building this more inclusive ecosystem of support 
that will ultimately encourage relationships across St. Louis’s creative 
economy and help redesign an economic roadmap for artisans 
and maker entrepreneurs in our city. This directory incorporates 
existing resources that touch on entrepreneurship, professional 
services, business accelerators, workspaces, and other resources 
to can help artisans and makers—particularly those in underserved 
neighborhoods—thrive.
